6-9 Weeks:  Legs and arms begin to 

grow.  They eat insects. 

20 Weeks:  The frog is fully grown and 

spends most of its time out of water.  

Frogs live between 4-15 years. 

4 Weeks:  Skin grows over the gills.  

Little teeth appear.  A coiled gut devel-

ops to help digest food.
